1: Christians (children of God) are:

We are completely forgiven of our sins and
become righteous, which enables us to have a relationship with God. (Romans 3:20-24,
Colossians 1:14, Il Corinthians 5:21)

b) HOLY. Those who receive salvation are called on to be holy. (I Corinthians 1:2)

c) LOVED and ACCEPTED by God. (I John 4:16, Ephesians 2:13,14)

d) GIVEN THE SPIRIT, and God LIVES IN us. (I John 4:13, | Corinthians 6:19)
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
